 This is walking distance from my house. 
 They charge $30 for a boat launch (in and out), you can park your trailer across the street for free, but I 

would have a good lock.  The Marina has a fenced in area that would be safe, I asked Penny at the 
Marina and she said it would probably be $50 - $80 to leave the trailers there during the tournament, she 
is checking with the owner and will get back with me. 

 St Andrews State Park has a great ramp, they charge $16 to bring a boat in to launch and you can leave 
your trailer there, paying $8 each time you come in with just your truck. 

 
There are some other options I will get details on and update.  There is a little marina at the west end a free (I 
think) ramp on the east end of the Hathaway Bridge and I will check on.  There is a Ramp downtown that I think is 
free.   

 

Chuck: If we have 4 or 5 boats fishing, I think I can manage for all the boats to stay at my dock or my neighbor’s 
docks. If we have a bigger turnout, I may have to look for other locations, but it will be a good problem to have.
